Open to golf 
professionals and amateurs with an index limit of 5.0, you must make the cut at one 
of two qualifiers unless you have made the exempt list. Not quite your level, come 
watch some spectacular golf and support your local pros.

Dad or bring your son and make this event a family tradition. 40% Combined 
Handicap, also a Pro division.

WGA PUBLIC LINKS This is our annual championship for Associate Members only (those who play out 
of public facilities in the WGA section) with an index limit of 12.5.  Regular and 
Senior divisions available. Interested in becoming a member? Just give us a quick 
call.

TOURNAMENT OF CHAMPIONS Attention Men’s and Women’s Club Champions: You have already proven you are 
the best at your club. Now you can compete to be the best of the best. Who knows 
how many times you will win your club championship, so join in the competition 
now. Regular and Senior Divisions available.

BRITISH VICTORY A tradition at St. Andrew’s, the British Victory Cup fills up fast. Many just want their 
name on the three foot high Jess Sweetser Trophy.
